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Discussion of City of Renton Comprehensive Plan Land Use Designations in the Study Area

The City does not have adopted zoning for any portion of the study area.  However, Renton’s Comprehensive Plan Land Use Map identifies more general land use designations for all of the City’s Potential Annexation Areas, including the Petrovitsky Corridor study area.  These land use designations would be implemented by one or more zones, consistent with the intent of the mapped land use designation, upon annexation.  The following land use designations have been adopted for the study area by the Renton City Council, as shown of the accompanying map.

The Residential Rural designation is intended to preserve open space and natural resources and to protect environmentally sensitive areas by limiting residential development in critical areas, areas identified as part of a city-wide or regional open space network, or agricultural lands within the City.  Maximum densities in the implementing zoning range from 1 unit per 10 acres to 5 units per net acre.

The Residential Single Family designation is intended to protect and enhance the character of single-family neighborhoods, to improve opportunities for public transportation, and to make more efficient use of urban services and infrastructure.  Maximum densities in the implementing zoning range from 5 units to 8 units per net acre.

The Residential Options designation is intended to create new neighborhoods in a traditional development style, combining limited attached housing with small lot single-family units, and to support infill development in established neighborhoods.  Maximum density is 10 units per net acre for projects that include a multi-family component and 13 units per net acre for exclusively single-family development.

The Residential Multi-Family Infill designation is intended to encourage the development of infill parcels in existing multi-family areas with compatible projects.  Maximum density in the designation is 20 units per acre.

The Center Institution designation is intended to serve the post secondary educational and health care needs of the area and to protect adjacent uses from impacts of these more intensive uses.

The Center Neighborhood designation may include commercial, light industrial and residential uses and is intended to serve the basic, ongoing needs of the surrounding neighborhoods.  The designation is implemented by a mixed-use zone, CN, and a multi-family residential zone, RM-N, with a maximum net density of 15 units per acre.

The Center Suburban designation is intended to provide a wide range of consumer goods and services to an area that includes several neighborhoods but is smaller than the entire city.  Like the Center Neighborhood designation, this is implemented by a mixed-use zone, CS, and a residential zone that allows up to 20 units per acre.
