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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Meeting Purpose
Staff prepared two motions for your consideration and possible action: (1) Countywide Planning Policies and (2) Household Targets for 2001-2022.  We will introduce a third motion, Employment Targets for 2001-2022, for your review at today’s meeting and for consideration and possible action at your September meeting.

BACKGROUND

I. Amendments to the Countywide Planning Policies
GMPC Motion 02-1

As noted at your May meeting, because the current policies reflect the 1994 GMPC process for allocating targets, the policies must be revised in accordance with the methodology and assumptions now being utilized.  Please note since the May meeting, staff added revisions to policies 25a, 25d, and added a new policy, 25b.  Attachment A includes the amendments to the current CPPs.  In summary the policies are:

· Introduction

This text explains the interjurisdictional process established to allocate the employment and household growth targets.

· FW 12a
Growth Targets Allocation Objectives
This policy lists the objectives that guide the subarea and jurisdictional allocation of the employment and household targets.

· FW 12b
Transportation Infrastructure to Support the Growth Targets
This policy calls for support of both regional and local infrastructure investments to support the growth targets.

· LU25a
Growth Targets as a Planning Tool

This policy calls for the targets to be used to plan for and accommodate growth by each jurisdiction.  A new revision to the policy concerns the transfer of growth targets from Unincorporated King County Urban Areas to cities at the time of annexation.
· LU25b
Growth Targets Transfer from Urban Unincorporated King County to Cities
This is a new policy added since the May GMPC meeting.  The policy lays out the process by which growth targets will be transferred from Unincorporated King County to cities at the time of annexation.

· LU25c
Household Methodology

The policy describes the methodology to allocate the households to the subareas and to jurisdictions.

· LU25d
Employment Methodology

The policy describes the methodology to allocate the employment to the subareas and to jurisdictions.  A new revision since your last meeting includes the option for subareas to establish a 5% range of employment on either side of the Puget Sound Regional Council job forecast within which subarea job targets are to be determined.

· LU-66
Household Accommodation for 20-Year Period

This policy is updated to reflect the 2022 growth targets for each jurisdiction.

II.
2001-2022 Household Targets

GMPC Motion 02-2

At your May meeting staff described the methodology for determining the household targets for King County subareas and cities.  Attachment B includes the household growth targets.  The targets for each jurisdiction, as well as for each jurisdiction’s Potential Annexation Area, are presented to you for your consideration and possible action at the July Meeting.
