Overview and Schedule

The Youth Sport Facility Grant Fund (YSFG) provides matching grant funds to rehabilitate, expand, or develop sports fields and facilities serving youth in King County.  To be eligible for funding, youth sports or community organizations must partner with a public entity on whose land the field or facility is or will be located.  Public entities include:  school districts, park districts, utility districts, cities, or King County.  The application must be jointly submitted by both the youth sports or community group and the public entity. Only projects located in King County, Washington are eligible for funding.

Successful YSFG projects consist of good planning and cooperation among the parties. The ability to demonstrate community need and impact of the project and to manage and complete the project in a timely fashion within budget are key elements of a strong application.  Please carefully read all policies and application materials before you begin filling out the application.

Please complete the application electronically and save the information, as you will need to use it during the contracting phase, should you be awarded a grant.

Please submit the signed original and three (3) double-sided copies of all application materials, to King County Parks by June 12, 2009 (received, not post-marked). Late applications will not be accepted.
