Overview and Schedule

The Youth Sports Facilities Grant (YSFG) provides matching grant funds to rehabilitate, expand, or develop sports fields and facilities serving youth in King County.  To be eligible for funding, youth sports or community organizations must partner with a public entity on whose land the field or facility is or will be located.  Public entities include:  school districts, park districts, utility districts, cities, or King County.  The application must be jointly submitted by both the youth sports or community group and the public entity. Only projects located in King County, Washington are eligible for funding.

Successful YSFG projects consist of good planning and cooperation among the parties. The ability to demonstrate community need and impact of the project and to manage and complete the project in a timely fashion within budget are key elements of a strong application.

The project is located in and will serve a low/moderate-income community. The applicant must show that the project is located in a Census tract that is predominantly (51%) low- and moderate-income (defined as 80% of the median income).
YSFG program staff can provide the Census data.  Applicants wishing to qualify for the bonus points are urged to address this issue well before appli​cations are due. 

2. The project is located at an elementary school where 40% or more of the students are on the reduced and/or free lunch program. Schools can provide the documentation necessary to receive credit for these bonus points.
