Prioritization of projects
If it should become necessary to prioritize farm pad projects due to limited resources (e.g., staffing, funding) and capacity levels (such as compensatory storage), prioritization will occur using the following factors/criteria:

· Farms that are at the greatest risk of property damage or economic losses from flooding, including:

· depth of flooding at site;
· proximity to high ground at the edge of the floodplain for emergency use; or
· prior losses in previous floods (e.g., Nov. 2006, Nov. 2008, Jan. 2009)

· Farm pads less than 2,000 square feet or smaller farm pads relative to total acreage.
· Farm pads where there is available compensatory storage at the same elevation.
· Feasibility of permitting and pad construction. (Note: Some farm pads may not be considered feasible or not approved due to lack of available compensatory storage or sufficient flood conveyance.)
· Timeliness of required application(s) and submittal(s).
