Access
The park can be reached from Seattle by the 
Fauntleroy–Vashon ferry and from Tacoma by the Point 
De�ance–Tahlequah ferry.

Once on Maury Island, head south on Dockton Road SW, 
east on SW 240th Street, south on 59th Avenue SW, and 
east on SW 244th Street. There is a parking lot and trail 
access on SW 244th Street. From the parking lot it is a 
three-quarter mile walk down a gravel maintenance 
road to the beach.

King County’s Parks and Recreation Division manages 
25,000 acres of parks and natural lands, and provides 
over 300 miles of trails with year-round accessibility for 
hiking, mountain biking, trail running and horseback 
riding. Each trail o�ers a unique opportunity to walk, run 
or ride through the quiet beauty of our region’s rich 
natural heritage.

Maury Island Marine Park is located on the east side of Maury Island which is connected 
to Vashon Island. There is more than one mile of natural shoreline with stunning views 
of Mount Rainier and the Cascade Mountains. The park is a former gravel mine and 
contains rare stands of the Paci�c madrone tree. The accessible shoreline allows for 
scuba diving and an excellent beach walk to observe marine life with a salt marsh at the 
north end.
