ere in Central Puget Sound, we're lucky to have a
variety of transit options for getting around. Using
transit is easier than you think—and it can save you
money, time and the frustration of driving in traffic
and looking for parking.

Sound Transit's regional system of Link light rail, ST Express
buses, Sounder commuter trains and Tacoma Link connects
major cities in King, Pierce and Snohomish counties. King
County Metro, Pierce Transit and Community Transit comple-
ment this with local bus service into smaller communities and
neighborhoods. Together, this regional network lets you tailor
your commute to best suit your schedule and travel needs.

Use this map book to plan your transit commute. You'll also find
information on connecting services, including Washington State
Ferries. For work, school or pleasure, learn here how to get
where you need to go. We'll do the driving, so you can

relax and enjoy the ride.

Plan your trip in advance

Find your starting place on one of the county maps. You'll see a
list of bus routes (and their providers) serving that location. The
following pages contain information about each route, its de-
scription and hours of service.

Agency
phone numbers and websites are on the back page.

The maps include locations of other transit facilities, including
train stations, ferry terminals and airports, as well as major
destinations and landmarks.
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Pay for your ride

The cost to ride transit may vary depend-
ing on transit provider, time of day and
length of trip. To find the fare for your
commute, contact the provider(s) using
the phone numbers and websites on the
next page.

Bus

Be ready to pay exact fare when you board. Drivers don't carry change,
or sell tickets or passes.

Ride Free Area

In downtown Seattle, riding King County Metro
Transit buses is free between 6 a.m. and 7 p.m. Ride
Free Area boundaries are north to south from Bat-
tery Street to South Jackson Street, and west to east
from the waterfront to 6th Avenue. Not included

in the Ride Free Area are the Waterfront Streetcar
Route 99, Metro Routes 116, 118 and 119, and Link
light rail.

ORCA

If you ride transit reqularly, an ORCA card can make it easier and more
affordable. With ORCA, you don't need to worry about carrying the right
change and you do get credit for transfers made within two hours. Your
ORCA card can be tailored to best meet your travel needs.

E-purse: You load cash value onto your card, then the fare for your ride is
deducted from the card balance, allowing you to pay as you go. Transfers
are automatically calculated and balances applied to connecting trips.

Regional pass: This option lets you travel on all buses and trains in the
region for a specific period of time, such as monthly or yearly. Buy the
pass for the fare amount that you are most likely to take.

Helping those who
need transit help

Priority seating is available for senior citi-

zens and people with disabilities. With a Re-

gional Reduced Fare Permit, you can pay a reduced fare to ride on all
transit services, including Washington State Ferries. The permit is not a
pass and cannot be used to pay a fare.

To obtain a permit, seniors (65+) should provide proof of age or persons
with a disability provide proof of a qualifying disability or a valid Medi-
care card. Contact your local transit agency for more information.

Find-A-Ride (www.findaride.org) is an online directory of Central Puget
Sound transportation providers for people with special needs. It can help
you find a ride, as well as other transportation information.

Share the ride, split the costs

You can cut your commuting costs and make new friends with a
vanpool, carpool or VanShare service connecting to transit. Visit
www.RideShareOnline.com to find other people with similar commutes,
maps and other useful assistance.
