MEETING SUMMARY

Acting Chair Phillips convened the meeting at 4:10 PM.

Public Comment:

There were no public comments.
I-B.
Review and Approval of the September 20, 2006 Meeting Summary.

The GMPC unanimously approved the September 20, 2006 meeting summary.

II. Sammamish Potential Annexation Area
Paul Reitenbach of King County explained that proposed Motion 07-1 would include unincorporated urban areas adjacent to the City of Sammamish within Sammamish’s Potential Annexation Area.  Kamuron Gurol of Sammamish indicated the City was in support of this Motion.  By unanimous vote, the GMPC adopted Motion 07-1.
III. Burien – Seattle Potential Annexation Area (PAA)Overlap

Mayor Nickels began the discussion, referring to the upcoming Growth Management Hearings Board ruling on the overlapping Potential Annexation Area designations by Seattle and Burien.  Mayor Nickels indicated he supports GMPC action to recognize this overlap on the Interim PAA map at the October 3, 2007 GMPC meeting.
Councilmember Krakowiak said that Burien looks forward to continuing to work with the North Highline community and Seattle to find a win-win solution to this annexation challenge.

Councilmember Conlin noted that Seattle and Burien have a good working relationship, which will be helpful to address this issue.

Scott Greenberg of Burien stated that Burien will remove their PAA designation for the portion of the overlap area also “claimed” by Tukwila.  Scott also pointed out that the City of SeaTac has indicated they may have interest in making a PAA designation within this overlap area.

Tom Hauger of Seattle indicated that Seattle is willing to work cooperatively with King County and Burien to address the PAA overlap.

The staff report included options for the October GMPC meeting:  Either amend the Interim PAA map to reflect the overlapping PAA designations by Seattle or Burien, or if the overlap is resolved by the Growth Management Hearings Board, amend the PAA map in accordance with that resolution.
Note:   the overlap was not resolved, so the staff will prepare a Motion amending the PAA map to reflect the overlap for consideration at the October 3 GMPC meeting.
IV. Buildable Lands Report
Chandler Felt of King County and Michael Hubner of the Suburban Cities Association made a slide presentation of the 2007 King County Buildable Lands Report.  The slide presentation is attached to this meeting summary.  This presentation explained the methodology used for the Buildable Lands Report and outlined the major findings.   Chandler and Michael explained that this report will be completed for submittal to the State in September 2007.  
Councilmember Krakowiak asked how job capacity was calculated.  Michael Hubner referred to one of the slides that indicate the amounts of vacant and redevelopable land with commercial and industrial zoning and explained how this data is used to calculate job capacity.
Councilmember Sternoff asked what types of jobs are being created.  Mr. Hubner explained that the zoning guides the types of uses allowed in commercial and industrial areas, and the capacity analysis and targets address numbers of jobs, not types of jobs.  Councilmember Sternoff concluded by noting that there is a shortage of manufacturing jobs in King County.

Councilmember Gossett asked about jobs that pay a living wage, and whether housing will be affordable for working class people.  Chandler Felt responded, saying that the Puget Sound Regional Council prepares forecasts for jobs and the wage levels of forecast jobs.  Chandler noted it is more difficult to address housing affordability, but PSRC is working on a model that may be capable of doing this.
Councilmember Resha asked if the recent increases in residential capacity are sustainable.  Michael Hubner pointed out that residential density is checked on an annual basis and single family residential density seems to be reaching a plateau of about 4-5 homes per acre.  
Staff recommended that GMPC direct them to complete the Buildable Lands Report and prepare a motion for approval of this report for consideration at the October 3, 2007 GMPC meeting.  GMPC concurred with this recommendation.
