Scrap Metal and Electronic Equipment  ~ chairs, desks, file cabinets, refrigerators/freezers/cfc units ($10 fee-
cash only), telephones, fax machines, DVD players, VCRs, stereo equipment, printers, copiers, fax machines,
scanners, other ferrous, and non-ferrous metals. Sealed tanks and drums and metals that are insulated,rubber
coated, contain chemicals, paint, or hazardous materials will not  be accepted.
