* MOTOR OIL, FILTERS, & ANTIFREEZE: Motor oil, oil filters, antifreeze, brake fluid, transmission
fluid, 2-cycle oil, steering fluid, crankcase oil, kerosene, and home heating fuel. Do not mix
antifreeze with solvents, gasoline, or other substances. No gasoline accepted.

* LEAD ACID BATTERIES: Car, truck, marine, and motorcycle batteries accepted.

* BATTERIES: AAAA, AAA, AA, A, B, C, and D cell batteries. New - also accepted are rechargeable batteries and cellphone
batteries.

* CARDBOARD: Please flatten. No wax coated cardboard.
* PROPANE TANKS: Residential tanks only. $5 charge (cash only).
¢ PORCELAIN TOILETS AND SINKS: Toilet seats, hardware, and base wax rings must be removed. $10 charge (cash only).

* REFRIGERATORS/FREEZERS/HOUSEHOLD AIR CONDITIONERS: $10 (new price) will be charged for each refrigerator,
freezer, or household air conditioner (cash only).

* APPLIANCES AND SCRAP METAL: Auto parts, engines and gas lawnmowers (drained of oil and gasoline), metal lawn
chairs, stoves, microwaves, barbecues, steel, aluminum, brass, copper and other ferrous and non-ferrous metals. $5 will
be charged for each water heater that still has insulation coating (cash only).
