*PROPANE TANKS: Residential tanks only. $5 charge (cash only).
*CARDBOARD: Please flatten. No wax coated cardboard.

*APPLIANCES AND SCRAP METAL.: Auto parts, engines and gas lawnmowers (drained of oil and gaso-
line), metal lawn chairs, stoves, barbecues, iron, steel, aluminum, brass, copper, and other ferrous and
nonferrous metals. $5 will be charged for each water heater that still has insulation coating (cash
only). Metals that are insulated, rubber or oil coated, previously or currently contain chemicals, paint, or
hazardous materials will not be accepted. Light fixture ballasts and sealed drums will not be accepted. Any
item that contains gas or oil will be rejected.

*REFRIGERATORS/FREEZERS: $10 will be charged for each refrigerator, freezer, or household air
conditioner (cash only).

*ELECTRONIC EQUIPMENT: DVD players, VCRs, stereo equipment, printers, copiers, fax machines,
scanners, cellular phones (remove personal information) and computer peripherals such as keyboards
and mice. Computer monitors and televisions will not be accepted. You can recycle these items for
free at other locations - see the E-Cycle box for more information.

*MATTRESSES: mattresses, box springs and futons, any size. $10 per mattress, box spring, or futon

(cash only). Vendor reserves the right to refuse any item it cannot recycle. No furniture or frames. No
wet or soiled items.
