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2007 LEED™ Grant Application & Guidelines
King County’s Green Building Grants provide funding to projects built in King County that meet stringent criteria for resource conservation. Commercial, institutional and multifamily projects seeking LEED™ certification are eligible for grant awards between $15,000- $25,000 depending on performance level achieved. Grants are funded through the Department of Natural Resources and Parks.

Grant Awards
Grant applications will be reviewed on a competitive basis and funding is based on the level of LEED certification for the project. A preliminary LEED scorecard must be submitted with the application.

Performance Requirements
Base requirements:
· LEED-Silver, Gold, or Platinum certification

Additional minimum performance requirements:

· Achieve a minimum 75% recycling rate for all construction and demolition debris (LEED credit MR 2.1 & 2.2)

· Reduce landscape irrigation by 50% and building’s water use by 20%  beyond code requirements (LEED credit WE 1.1 and WE 3.1)

· Demonstrate that the King County 2005 Surface Water Design Manual Standards or equivalent have been met or exceeded: http://dnr.metrokc.gov/wlr/dss/manual.htm
· Demonstrate that the King County Post-Construction Soil Standard has been met or exceeded: www.metrokc.gov/ddes/forms/ls-inf-SoilPost-ConStd.pdf
Eligibility
LEED™ Grants are open to any project located in King County, outside the City of Seattle.  In order to be eligible, projects must meet all of the following criteria:
· New construction or major renovations (major renovation projects typically include upgrades to HVAC equipment and significant improvements to envelope and building interiors).
· Private, nonprofit, or public projects located in King County. King County internal government projects are not eligible to apply for grant funding.
· Commercial, institutional, or multifamily projects registered or planning to register with the US Green Building Council’s LEED for New Construction (LEED-NC) or LEED for Core and Shell (LEED-CS). 

· Application must be submitted prior to final building permit issuance and preferably in pre-design or schematic design. Project team must conduct at least one design charrette to identify green building goals prior to 50% completion of schematic design.  
· Grant funds must be used for project costs associated with achieving the green building design goals, LEED certification and additional performance requirements.
· Applicant must be project owner.
Evaluation Criteria 
Funding for the King County Green Building Grants is limited. Applications will be reviewed on a competitive basis and evaluated on the following criteria:

· Application is complete and clearly written.
· Project features innovative green building design.
· Project is still in the design phase and the LEED Grant provides incentive to increase the level of green strategies incorporated into the project.
· Project provides educational value to the public about new green building practices.
· Project highlights water conservation, stormwater management, efficient material use, and construction waste reduction. Priority consideration given to projects using reclaimed water or innovative wastewater technologies. 

· Projects selected for Grant awards represent a diverse range of project types throughout King County.
· Project funding is secure and construction schedule indicates good use of County funds in the near term. 

· Priority funding for applicants who have not already received a King County Green Building Grant award or other King County grant funds for the project. 
· Project Team’s approach towards setting green goals and process for ensuring a successful green building project.   
Terms

Funding for LEED Grants will be issued at 50% upfront upon signed completion of the Green Building Grant Agreement and the remainder 50% upon project completion. Applicants that fail to achieve minimum performance requirements and appropriate certification level for their project must refund the Grant award to King County. 

Applicant agrees to provide King County with documentation that the performance standards have been met as follows:
· Verification of LEED registration

· Copy of LEED certificate at project completion and final LEED checklist
· Documentation that additional performance requirements have been achieved at the end of the project

Applicant agrees to provide King County with technical information and photos of the green building design elements achieved in the project for public educational purposes which may include but is not limited to:
· Percentage of construction related waste materials reused or recycled 
· Percentage of water and energy conservation achieved over baseline design, and a minimum of one year of utility bills
· At least one public tour of the final LEED certified facility
