Other fundraising activities:

	Students find sponsors, who will sponsor monetary amounts per bag of litter collected.  Sponsors could also choose a set amount, such as $20, for collecting (instead of an amount per bag).

Here’s an example of a school who did this:
PARKER ELEMENTARY SCHOOL
The Parker Elementary School held a Trash a Thon to raise money for the World War II Memorial.  The students went door to door with a parent to get one time pledges.    Students then went to different areas of the community to pick up litter.  The project was integrated so that the students could learn a variety of lessons:  public relations skills by asking for pledges, math skills by adding up pledge amounts, environmental issues by determining which litter was recyclable and the safety issue of handling different types of refuse.

	Rummage sale
	Turn unwanted items into school funds.  Hold a school yard sale!  Invite parents, students and community members to bring unwanted items (clothing, books, CDs, videos and DVDs, toys, household products, etc.) to sell.  Proceeds benefit the school or school group sponsor.  Could be scheduled on a weekend day or after school.  

	Walk-A-Thon
	Students find sponsors, who will sponsor monetary amounts per mile walked. Sponsors could also choose a set amount, such as $20, for walking (instead of an amount per mile).
