How school districts can use King County purchasing contracts

According to Chapter 39.34 RCW, school districts can use King County contracts to purchase products from vendors by signing a Cooperative Purchasing Agreement with King County Procurement & Contract Services.  

Vendors contracted with King County are obligated to extend the terms and conditions of the King County contract to school districts that wish to purchase the same product and that have executed a signed Cooperative Purchasing Agreement.   

Delivery fees are not charged for products purchased through King County contracts.
