Welcome and Introductions

Agenda Item 2:
2011 Capital Program Reallocation

At the April meeting the Advisory Committee reviewed options for reprioritizing the 2011 capital budget. Committee members asked for additional background information on the new 2011 flood damage repairs, along with a financial plan to accompany the 2011-2016 CIP list. Staff will briefly review this additional information in support of discussion and potential recommendations by the Advisory Committee for the 2011 capital budget. 
Agenda Item 3:
2012-2017 Preliminary Budget and Financing Options
Staff will present information (see attached) regarding capital program options for 2012-2017 in response to the Board’s 2011 budget resolution (FCD 2010-37):
The Board directs the Advisory Committee to include $4.25 million of district funds for a segment of the Alaskan Way seawall replacement flood control project in the 2011 CIP. Additionally, if the Flood District levy suppression issues are resolved or substantially mitigated by the state legislature, the Advisory Committee is directed to provide the board with options within the 6-year CIP for funding engineering and construction costs of an additional $25.75 million for a segment of the Seattle Alaskan Way seawall replacement flood control project. 
In its recommendation to include the Alaskan Way seawall replacement flood control project in the 6-year CIP, the Advisory Committee shall at a minimum include the following options: 

1. Allocate funds in the six-year CIP, beginning in 2011.

2. Allocate funds over a longer period of time, beginning in 2011, and ending in 2017, or at the time of project completion as projected by the City of Seattle.

3. Allocate funds between the years, 2011-2016, including the use of bond-debt.

Staff will discuss the pros and cons of the three options called for in the resolution, as well as additional approaches that could accommodate the additional expenditures without significantly reprioritizing the capital program.  
Staff will also provide a preview of the proposed 2012 operating budget as well as the District administration costs and review the expenditures and revenues contained in the draft financial plan.

Agenda Item 4:
Levee Accreditation Policy Proposal

At the April meeting staff provided additional information on levee certification and accreditation, and a draft motion introduced at the Flood Control District Executive Committee was discussed. Advisory Committee members requested more time to provide comments on the proposed motion. Since the April meeting it has been clarified that the policy request from the Green River valley cities is for a commitment to maintenance costs only. Advisory Committee members will have additional time to provide comments on the motion for consideration by the Board’s Execuitive Committee at their May 23rd meeting.
